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The great second century theologian
Irenaeus said that Jesus became like us so that we
might become like him. It is what John points to in
the first chapter of his gospel where he writes,
‘And the Word became fleshiesus intentionally
embraced our human flesh in all its weakness and
vulnerability; he took upon himself our human
nature; he was tempted in every way as we are; he
walked where we walk; he knew what it was to be
poor, homeless, hungry, tired; and like us he
experienced rejection, betrayal and loss. As the
apostle Paul put it, ‘He becamegpoor that we might
become ricH.

Hundreds of years later Hudson Taylor
embraced this principle (what is referred to today
as ‘incarnational theology’) in his missionary work
amongst the Chinese. He wore their clothes, he
learnt their language, he ate their food; where he
could he adopted their customs and their culture.
Like Jesus he ‘dressed down’; like Jesus he walked
where they walked; like Jesus he willingly became
poor in order to win the lost.

The question then is, thinking about what
incarnational theology might look like for us and
also what response we must make to the
challenges of ‘Global Mission’, are we willing to
‘dress down?’ Or put another way, are we willing
to come alongside others and walk in their shoes;
willing to become poor in order to win the lost;
willing to become weak and vulnerable for the sake
of the gospel?
